These figures are approximate and have
been collated from the final project
evaluation reports provided by the
organisations.

Whilst we tried to encourage consistencies

in reporting between projects as part of our
evaluation process, not all metrics were provided
by all projects. The figures above are therefore
an underestimate of what was actually delivered.

The number of those not
willing to donate
decreased and we saw an
increase in consideration
of donation. In May
2018, 37% of
respondents told us that
they definitely wouldn’t
donate their organs
compared to 20% in
March 2019.

In March 2019, 43% of
respondents told us they
would consider donating
some of their organs
compared to 30% in May
2018.
